- DG Debbie called for a Moment of Silence for Deceased Members and World Peace

-No additions to the Agenda were noted. Motioned by Lion Bill Bruhm, 2nd by Lion Brenda Billard to approve the Agenda as circulated. MC
-Minutes of September 29, 2025 Cabinet Meeting being circulated, Motioned by Lion Cheryl MacKenzie, 2nd by Lion Lorne Cooke to approve the Minutes as circulated.  MC
-Nominations Chair Past District Governor (PDG) Joyce Gero reported that the name of PDG Bill Bruhm has been placed in nomination for Multiple District N (MDN) Canadian International Director for 2027-2029 Lions years. 
-DG Debbie instructed that a Special Convention via zoom be held on November 30, 2025 to endorse PDG Bill’s name to go forward to the MD N Convention for vote. DG Debbie will send out notice of Special Convention. Club Secretaries should send names of their delegates to Cabinet Secretary (CS) Scott MacKenzie by November 21st.
-DG Debbie reported her Zone visitations are being well received with two Zones left to visit.
-CS (Cabinet Secretary) Scott MacKenzie reported there was no Correspondence.
-Budget & Audit (B&A) Lion Peter Wilde reported the Financial Audit for 2024-2025 has been completed. (It is recognized that the Audit was circulated to the District on September 12, 2025.) Motioned by Lion Bill Bruhm, 2nd by Lion Cherly MacKenzie to receive the Financial Audit as circulated. MC
B & A Chairperson PDG Clyde Paul motioned that the preliminary Budget for 2025-2026, which was approved at the Summer Cabinet, be approved as the Budget for District N2 year 2025-2026. Motion 2nd by Lion Dale Clarke. MC
-Cabinet Treasurer (CT) 	Frank Hartman reported that the District’s general account balance was $15,589.42, and our investments in the Credit Union were $ 27,292.23 and $ 35,325.44. Dues for the first half year are paid by 58 Clubbs totalling $14060.00 and past due by 6 Clubs owing $ 1060.00. Notices have been sent. Our donations to Lions Foundation of Canada of $25,000.00 and to Lions Quest of $ 5,000.00 have been sent. CT Frank expressed concern about our General Account balance and the need to draw down monies from our investment. After some discussion it was Motioned by Lion Bill Bruhm, 2nd by Lion Cherly MacKenzie that if operational funds fall below $ 10,000.00 that the Cabinet Treasurer be authorized to withdraw $ 10,000 from our investments at the East Coast Credit Union. MC
-Question was asked about sales of Multiple District (MD) pins. No sales numbers were available but indications are they are not selling well. Motioned by Lion Bill Bruhm, 2nd by Lion Brenda Billard that the District purchase 100 pins this year from the Multiple. MC
-Lion Bill reported that the Lockeport Lions accounts have been closed and their final Dues have been paid.
-DG Debbie reported the NS Cyber Lions Club is going into Financial Suspension tomorrow.
-DG Debbie McGinley thanked all for attending and encouraged Clubs to enter their information on the Portal and reminded Clubs that that the Global Service Team (GST) can assist.
